World Cancer Day on 4" February

The 4™ February is World Cancer Day — this day is about raising people’s awareness of cancer
and how to prevent, detect or treat it. For this reason, West Limerick Resources staffs in New-
castle West and Abbeyfeale are working with the Marie Keating Foundation to bring the founda-
tion’s mobile unit to West Limerick in early February.

A registered nurse is on board who gives cancer information and awareness to the general public. This service is free of
charge. The unit has a welcome area where men or women can step on, take a seat and wait to see the nurse. This is not
a screening service. In the unit, there are charts and prosthetic teaching aids to educate, show and highlight the im-

portance of being aware of your body. There are take-home information leaflets on bowel, lung, skin, testicular, pros-
tate, cervical, ovarian and breast cancer. The nurse will talk to you one-to-one in the private area about any concerns

you have about cancer for yourself or someone you care about.

The unit will be in Abbeyfeale Square on Tuesday 7™ February 11am-3pm and Maeve O’Sullivan is the nurse. Tess
Chambers is the nurse who will be in the unit in Rathkeale Square on Wednesday 8" February 11am-3pm. We are
very grateful to the Abbeyfeale Community Employment and Rathkeale Community Council Schemes for helping to
make this happen.

McCoy STANDS OUT IN ENNIS
TOURNAMENT

Next in was Mike McGowan in
against Thomas Doherty in another exhibition contest in what
was another cracking fight with both lads not wanting to take
a backward step, McGowan was using his speed and move-
ment very well to land some good shots to head and body but
Doherty was a tough lad and was able to take these to land his
own, at the final bell both lads were victors, well done again
to both lads.

39kg contest, Sweeney started well using his speed and
southpaw jab making it hard for Keenan to land his own
punches but round two saw a different fight as Sweeney
sharpness and fitness wasn't there and Keenan was landing a
lot more shots now and at the final bell Keenan was the victor
so Sweeney known’s his fitness left him down and its back to
hard training again.

Next in was Jamie Harty in against Jim McDonagh in this boy 2
39kg contest, Harty was boxing well behind his jab and when
McDonagh came in Harty was nailing him with body shots and
moving right away so as not to get caught on the counter and
done this for all three rounds and had his hand raised in victo-
ry at the end. Next in was twin brother Jason against another
McDonagh in Paddy in this boy 2 40kg contest in fight where
both lads were having there own success but it was the fitness
and determination of Harty that proved who wanted it more
in the end and sure enough got the nod from all three judges.

Next was Terry O'Brien against Conor Doyle in this boy 2 52kg
contest, right from the off O'Brien was pushing Doyle back
with good combos to head and body and just couldn't keep up
with the pace of O'Brien and at the end O'Brien was the win-
ner.

Next in was twin brother Frankie against Seamus Nugent in
what was a scrappy enough affair with both lads doing a lot of
holding and pushing making it hard to score but O'Brien was
landing the cleaner jabs which at the end proved he deserved
the win. Next in was the ever improving Dean McCoy against
Diarmuid O'Gorman in this boy 3 48kg contest, McCoy is only
with the club a very short time but his determination to train
hard proved in this contest as right from the off he was land-
ing brilliant jabs and right hands and in round two the corner
changed tactics to land the right hook to the body and McCoy

was landing this shot at will and each time you could see
O'Gorman wincing under pressure and no doubt McCoy could
have stopped his man but it was better to get three rounds
under his belt, great performance from McCoy showing his
fitness and he listens to the corner and no doubt one to watch
in the future.

Next in was Irish Champ Darragh O'Grady against Jamie Keane
in this boy 4 54kg contest in a very tough one for O'Grady as
single punches were not good enough to land against Keane
so had to up the pace with 4/5 punch combos and sure
enough were getting through and at the end of a very tough
fight O'Grady was the victor. Next in was another exhibition as
Johnny Harty took on Keelan Sexton in what were good three
rounds for both lads.

Next was Steven Casey against Simon McDonagh in the youth
1 57kg contest, these lads have met on many occasions so
everyone knew it would be another cracker and that it was,
both lads were having there own success behind the jab but it
was the combos that were scoring better and at the end it was
a win for McDonagh but it could have gone the other way also
as it was very tight.

Next in was Cian O'Shaughnessy against James Galbraith in
this youth 1 75kg contest in what was a very tough fight to
score as both lads were doing a share of spoiling and not land-
ing clean shots but Cian changed his style a bit in round 2/3
and landing cleaner shots to take the win at the end. Next in
was two Irish champions in Nell Fox and Sally Carrig in this
66kg contest, Nell started very well using her great reach and
height advantage and long jab but Carrig started to roll under
this to land big overhand rights and left hooks but Fox never
gave in and fought her heart out but it was the Ennis girl that
just done enough to take the win at the end.

Next in was Willie Harty against old foe Lee Sherlock in this
youth 2 63kg contest in what was a contest of counter punch-
ers and southpaws proving hard for both to score as there
styles were clashing but round two saw the pace up a bit and
both lads had a taste of success and same in rd 3 but it was
the Ennis man that just edged it at the end. Last in was multi
champ Micky Harty against Wayne Danagher in this youth 2
75kg contest, with Harty giving away 2 years to his opponent
it didn't faze him as Harty's power proved way too much land-
ing some hard shots to head and body but Danagher is a
tough kid and fought back hard but it was a win for Harty in
the end. So it was a good tournament at the end as we won
11 out of the 15 contest which was a great result for us.

Then on Sunday we made the trip to Galway as we had three
boxers on the Limerick team taking on a Galway selection.
Terry O’Brien, Darragh O'Grady and Mike O'Dwyer were se-
lected but unfortunately no wins but all three lads gave a
great account of themselves and that is what counts in the
end.
